Learn vital skills an explorer would need like map making, plant identification, 
orienteering, and trail blazing. Learn creative and innovative methods to create a shelter.

Come join in the fun and adventure, learn about shipboard 
activities like navigation, rope making and nautical knots tying, learn sea chanteys and 
pirate terminology, engage in nautical pastimes such as scrimshaw carving, making "ship 
biscuits" and hardtack but most of all join us for a week full of history sprinkled with 
nautical nonsense. 
 
Discover Nature through History (August 4-8) 
Explore the ways early Americans and pioneers used and lived with nature. Learn all 
about weather signs, animal tracks, use of native plants and vegetables as inks and dyes.
