All work must be your own. and no kits, plastic, manufactured parts, purchased pieces or imports will be allowed.  Vendors selling unauthorized items will be asked to remove those items.

2. Please include a photograph of your display and a close-up of all the work you intend to sell.  Digital photographs submitted by e-mail (hallockv@optonline.net) are preferred.  If you submit hard-copy photos and wish to have them returned, please include a self-addressed stamped envelope. 

3. If accepted to the festival, a confirmation message will be electronically mailed to you. All decisions are final and application fees for accepted vendors are non-refundable.
4. Hallockville reserves the right to request the removal of inappropriate crafts and/or displays on Festival day and will do so.

5. The Festival will take place rain or shine.  Please bring your own tables, chairs, and protection from the weather.  For vendors participating both days, set-up will be permitted Friday evening.  For Sunday-only vendors, set-up will occur Sunday morning.  

6. Specific vendor spaces cannot be reserved and space assignments are at the discretion of the committee.

7. Each vendor spot will be numbered and Festival staff will be available to help you find your spot.  Details on space assignment, vendor unloading and parking will be provided one to two weeks prior to the festival.
